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Introduction 

      
ickson County is located in the north 
central portion of the state of Tennessee, 

and is a part of the eight-county Nashville 
Metropolitan Statistical Area.  There are 490 square 
miles within the county boundaries.  Montgomery Bell 
State Park is located in the southeastern part of the 
county.  The Harpeth River forms a portion of the 
eastern border.  

Charlotte serves as the centrally located county 
seat.  In 2000, there were almost 1,200 residents in 
Charlotte.  Since 1990, the town’s population has 
grown by 35 percent.  Other incorporated places in 
Dickson County include the Burns (1,366 residents in 
2000), Dickson (12,244 residents), Slayden 
(185 residents), Vanleer (310 residents), and White 
Bluff (2,142 residents) 

 The Dickson County labor market area consists 
of seven adjacent counties – Cheatham, Davidson, 
Hickman, Houston, Humphreys, Montgomery, and 
Williamson Counties, Tennessee.  The labor market 
area was defined based primarily on 1990 commuting 
patterns data.  This report provides a demographic 
and socioeconomic profile of Dickson County as well 
as its labor market area, including population, 
employment, unemployment, income, etc., data. 

The Appendix provides a detailed presentation of 
this information for Dickson County and the labor 
market area.  For comparison, data for the state of 
Tennessee and the Nation is also provided. 
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Population 
 

he population of Dickson County, 
Tennessee, reached 43,156 in 2000, growing 

over 23 percent since 1990.  This increase was 
greater than the average growth of the labor market 
area, the state of Tennessee, and the Nation.   

The combined population of the Dickson County 
labor market area was 958,677 in 2000, an increase 
of almost 21percent since 1990.  For comparison, the 
state of Tennessee experienced an increase in its 
total population of almost 17 percent during this time 
period, while the Nation’s population grew by 
13 percent.  The largest county within the boundaries 
of the labor market area is Davidson County, 
Tennessee, with 569,891 residents in 2000.   

 Four of the eight counties in the study area 
ranked in the top quartile of fastest growing counties 
in Tennessee between 1990 and 2000.  Williamson 
County was the fastest growing county in Tennessee 
between 1990 and 2000, experiencing a 56 percent 
increase in population.  Montgomery County ranked 
8th in population growth in the state, Hickman County 
ranked 9th, and Cheatham County was the 10th fastest 
growing county in Tennessee between 1990 and 
2000.   

The age distribution of Dickson County residents 
is similar to the distribution within the labor market 
area, the state of Tennessee, and the Nation.  The 
prime labor force group -- ages 25 through 54 -- 
represented 44 percent of the population of Dickson 
County, compared with an average of 47 percent for 
the labor market area, and 44 percent for Tennessee 
and the Nation. 

  

 
 
 

Employment 
 
n 2000, there were an estimated 23,790 full- 
and part-time jobs in Dickson County.   Since 

1990, employment has increased 58 percent.  Within 
the labor market area, employment increased 
36 percent, compared with 25 percent for the state of 
Tennessee and 20 percent for the Nation. 

 The services and manufacturing sectors were the 
largest private sector employers in Dickson County in 
2000.  The services sector employed 5,850 persons, 
increasing almost 80 percent since 1990.  The 
manufacturing sector’s employment has increased 
110 percent since 1990, and represents 24 percent of 
the county’s total employment.  The retail trade 
sector employed 3,672 persons, representing another 
15 percent of the total employment in Dickson 
County. 

 A comparison of the occupational distribution of 
employed residents in Dickson County shows that the 
county has a lower share of its employment in 
managerial and professional jobs than the average for 
the labor market area, the state of Tennessee, and 
the Nation.  Construction and production occupations 
accounted for a larger share of total employment 
when compared to the labor market area, the state, 
and the Nation.  
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Commuting Patterns 
 
n 1990, an estimated 6,800 Dickson County 
residents commuted to jobs in other counties, 

while nearly 2,100 residents of other counties came 
into Dickson County for employment.  An estimated 
4,320 residents, accounting for 64 percent of the 
outcommuters, traveled to Davidson County, 
Tennessee for employment opportunities. 

Hickman and Humphreys Counties were the 
primary sources of incommuters in 1990.  An 
estimated 980 residents from these counties came 
into Dickson County for jobs, representing 47 percent 
of all commuters coming into the county for 
employment in 1990. 

 Residents of Dickson County spent an average 
of 30.5 minutes traveling to their place of work in 
2000.  This time is greater than the average travel 
time for the state of Tennessee (24.5 minutes) and 
the Nation (25.5 minutes). 

  

 

Unemployment 
 
ickson County had an average 
unemployment rate of 4.2 percent in 2001, 

while the average unemployment rate for all counties 
in the labor market area was 3.2 percent.  For 
comparison, Tennessee’s 2001 unemployment rate 
was 4.5 percent and nationally, 4.8 percent of the 
civilian labor force was unemployed.  During the 
1990s, Dickson County’s average unemployment rate 
has been higher than the average rate for the 
combined labor market area, but less than the rate of 
the state of Tennessee and the Nation. 

 In 2001, Houston County had the highest 
unemployment rate of all counties in the labor market 
area at 10.3 percent.  Both Cheatham and Williamson 
Counties experienced less than 3 percent 
unemployment in 2001. 

Income and Earnings 
 
he per capita income of Dickson County 
residents was $23,832 in 2000, less than the 

income of the labor market area ($31,728), the state 
of Tennessee ($25,946), or the U.S. ($29,469).  The 
per capita income of Dickson County residents 
represented 81 percent of the national average in 
2000, while the income of the combined labor market 
area counties represented almost 108 percent of the 
Nation’s average.  

 Measured in constant 1992 dollars, Dickson 
County’s per capita income increased an estimated 
21 percent between 1990 and 2000.  The per capita 
income of the labor market area increased by 
23 percent during this time period.  This compares 
with a 17 percent increase for the state of Tennessee, 
and a 14 percent increase for the Nation. 

 An analysis of the components of the total 
personal income indicates that transfer payments 
represented 16 percent of the total personal income of 
Dickson County in 2000. Transfer payments are 
usually thought of as welfare payments, but also 
include social security and other pensions, excluding 
private pensions. This compares with 11 percent for 
the labor market area, 16 percent for the state of 
Tennessee, and 13 percent for the U.S.   

Income in the form of dividends, interest and rent 
-- generally indicators of wealth -- represented 12 
percent of Dickson County’s total personal income in 
2000.  This compares with 16 percent for the labor 
market area, 16 percent for the state of Tennessee, 
and 18 percent for the Nation. 
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Poverty Levels 
 
n estimated 10 percent of the population of 
Dickson County, Tennessee, had income 

below the poverty level in 2000, compared with 
11 percent for the labor market area, 14 percent for 
the state of Tennessee, and 12 percent for the Nation.  
The number of persons with income below poverty 
level has declined since 1990, when an estimated 
12 percent of Dickson County’s residents had income 
below the poverty level. 

 

 

Education Attainment 
 
n estimated 73 percent of Dickson County’s 
residents 25 years old and over were high 

school graduates in 2000.  This percentage is lower 
than the average for the labor market area 
(82 percent), the state of Tennessee (76 percent), and 
the U.S. (80 percent).  An estimated 11 percent had 
earned a bachelor’s degree or higher, compared with 
the labor market area’s average of 28 percent, 20 
percent for the state of Tennessee, and the Nation’s 
average of 24 percent.   

 A survey conducted by the state of Tennessee 
indicates that there were 420 high school graduates in 
Dickson County in 2001.  An estimated 52 percent of 
these graduates had plans to continue their 
education, and 38 percent were entering the labor 
force.  For comparison, in the state of Tennessee, the 
survey indicated 70 percent of the 2001 high school 
graduates were planning to continue their education, 
and 24 percent were entering the labor force. 

  

 

 

 

 

Retail Sales 
 
ickson County’s retail sales reached 
$649.3 million in 2001.  Food store sales 

accounted for 20 percent of the county’s total retail 
sales, a higher percentage than the average for the 
labor market area (17 percent), the state of 
Tennessee (16 percent) and the Nation (14 percent).  
The percentage of sales of general merchandise 
establishments was also higher in Dickson County 
than in the comparison areas.  Motor vehicle dealers 
accounted for a smaller percentage of total sales than 
the average for the comparison areas.  
 

 

Transportation 
 
ickson County’s location in the eastern half 
of the United States makes it an ideal 

distribution point for a large portion of the Nation’s 
major markets.  The area is served by rail systems 
and regular route and specialized motor carriers.  

 Commercial air transportation needs can be met 
at Nashville International Airport, located east of the 
area.  The Nashville International Airport is served by 
17 carriers operating an estimated 380 average daily 
flights to more than 80 markets.  An estimated 
9 million passengers were served and 65,000 tons of 
cargo handled from this complex in 2000.   

Interstate 40 passes through the southern 
portion of Dickson County as it travels from east to 
west across the state of Tennessee.  To the east of 
the area in Nashville, connections can be made with 
Interstates 65 and 24.  Interstate 65 travels from 
Mobile, Alabama, to Nashville, Tennessee, and then 
north to the Chicago, Illinois area.  Interstate 24 
provides connections between the Paducah, 
Kentucky area, and Nashville and Chattanooga, 
Tennessee.  Several U.S., as well as numerous state 
and county primary and secondary routes are also 
means of roadway transportation available to 
residents and industries in the area.

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Local Manufacturers 
 
ickson County has a diverse group of 
manufacturing establishments.  In 2001, 

approximately 65 manufacturing establishments 
located in Dickson County employed almost 
5,200 people.  These firms paid an estimated average 
annual wage of $32,500.  For comparison, the 
estimated average annual wage of all manufacturing 
establishments in Tennessee was $36,200 in 2001. 

 The 2001 Tennessee Manufacturers Directory  
indicates that some of the larger manufacturing 
establishments located in Dickson County include 
Premdor Entry Systems (doors), Quebecor World 
(printing), Shiloh Industries (auto stampings), Teksid 
Aluminum Foundry (aluminum and iron castings), and 
Tennsco Corporation (industrial shelving).
